Today we had the opportunity to meet and welcome our 
2025 kindergarten students at our first Kindergarten Orienta-
tion session.

If you know of families who have a child who is turning 5 be-
fore the end of July 2025, please let them know to contact the 
school as their child is eligible to start school next year. The 
NSW Department of Education enrolment policy states 
“Parents may enrol their child in Kindergarten at the begin-
ning of the school year if the child turns 5 years of age on or 
before 31 July in that year. The Education Act 1990 mandates 
that all children must be in compulsory schooling by 6 years of 
age.” 

I also remind families to let us know at the office if you are 
not intending on continuing with your children at GVPS in 
2025 or you are returning but not at the start of the year.  

The reason this is important is so we can include your children 
in official enrolment statistics for the start of the year.  If we 
don’t know whether or not you are returning in 2025 with 
either an email or other written advice, we may fall short on 
the number of classes we can set up for the year. Students 
can still be counted if we have something in writing from you 
that states they will be back to GVPS in 2025 before the end 
of Term 1. 

Our Book Fair arrives in the library this Wednesday. A per-
centage of the Book Fair sales is donated back to our school 
library. This is a wonderful opportunity to purchase some 
quality books and to foster that love of reading while sup-
porting the school in adding to our library. 

I would like to take the opportunity to introduce and 
acknowledge our wonderful school psychologist.
